Lubeja is a 4 day old baby boy whose Mother sadly died in  
childbirth and whose elderly relatives were not able to care for 
him. 
 
It seems like just yesterday that we were all waiting for our first 
child to arrive at the Baby Home...but three years and one  
hundred children later - I am amazed at how much we have all 
been through and the number of people’s lives who have been 
touched by Forever Angels.   

At this ‘milestone’ in the Baby Home’s life - there are so many people to thank…..to all of our Sponsors 
and Donors, Volunteers, Trustees, Staff, Chloe and Meghan, my Friends and Family - Thank you to each 
and every one of you for your hard work, support, dedication and love.

When we opened three years ago, we had a bathroom which felt small for even 20 chil-
dren - so with our current number of 54, it was way too small. 
 
The bathroom closed completely for 2 whole weeks but the children and staff were 
wonderful and managed with outside baths and ’wet wipe washes’ until the bathroom 
was completed! 
 
We now have two small child-sized toilets, 3 sinks, 2 showers, a purpose built sluice 
and non slip tiles!

Thank you SO much to all our UK Trustees and friends who helped to pack it in the UK all those 
months ago - you did an amazing job and everything arrived safely. 
 
The container was packed full of goodies which will last us for the next couple of years - in particular 
children’s toys, nappies, Special Needs equipment, clothes, books, tools and cotton wool. 
Thank you SO much to Orla, one of our past volunteers for sponsoring the Container and to everyone 
who donated items, money or time to make this possible.  It was like a hundred Christmases arriving 
all at once!  Thank you all SO much. 

This is one of our newest Angels 
at the Baby Home - 4 month old 
Elizabeth. 
Sadly, Elizabeth was born with  
Hydrocephalus and is brain  
damaged and blind.  Already in 
her short little life she has had 
four major surgeries to insert a 
shunt into her brain to drain off 
the excess fluid, but so far these 
have not been successful. 
Doctors are not very optimistic 
about what the future holds for 
Elizabeth - but she is a very loved 
part of our ‘Forever Angels  
Family’ and will continue to be 
for whatever time she has left. 

Forever Angels employs Haji’s Father as a Gardener so he  has been 
visiting Haji every day at the Baby Home and has always been a  
constant part of his life as he grew.  Happily, Haji went home to live 
with his Father in June and they are both doing so well.  Haji and his 
father live close by so we can keep an eye on their health and Haji still 
attends the Forever Angels Pre -School so we see him regularly. 
This little boy is a real miracle and we are thrilled that he got his happy 
ending with his Daddy.

Multi Sensory Room for our 
children with Special Needs. 
 
Multi-sensory rooms are  
environments in which  
stimulating activities and  
experiences are used to increase 
awareness and positive  
behaviours for individuals with 
severe sensory impairment or 
neurological challenges.  Multi-sensory rooms have been shown to 

enhance skills such as sensory development 
(hearing, sight, taste, smell, and touch), 
hand/eye coordination, cause and effect,  
language development, control over one’s 
environment, and relaxation.   
 
We are thrilled to have this new addition to 
Forever Angels and are already seeing huge 
improvements in the lives, happiness and 
abilities of our Special Needs Children.
